Designed in conjuntion with SANYO’s unique ‘eneloop’ batteries, it combines the convenience of 
portability, fitting into just about any pocket without tangled cables, with usability, compatible with 
any USB port-equipped computer worldwide. The USB charger also has an impressive short 
recharge cycle time. The USB charger comes with two ‘eneloop’ rechargeable batteries in the 
sizes AA (MDU01-E-2-3UTG) or AAA (MDU01-E-2-4UTG), and is immediately available from 
retailers for only �  16.99 (recommended retail price, including VAT). 
 
Based on SANYO’s vision, ‘Think GAIA’, and as the vision’s first product, ‘eneloop’ rechargeable 
batteries were introduced into the market in 2006, combining the advantages of conventional 
disposable batteries with those of rechargeable counterparts. Each ‘eneloop’ comes charged in 
the package and is thus immediately ready for use. The batteries primary and very special 
feature: the battery keeps 85% of its charge even after being stored for a year. SANYO, with its 
broad base of proprietary technologies, has found the solution to traditional self-discharging in 
NiMH batteries, which had previously been the major drawback to NiMH rechargeables. 
Additionally, the ‘eneloop’ batteries can be recharged up to 1000 times. These features and 
properties make the ‘eneloop’ the environmentalist alternative to disposable batteries, and 
although very small, can make a big difference in caring for the environment. 
 
The new ‘eneloop’ USB charger offers businessmen and commercial travellers an invaluable 
advantage. Now an adapter for every country or office is no longer needed to recharge the 
batteries used to run a cordless mouse, digital camera or MP3 player. Simply plug the ‘eneloop’ 
USB charger into the nearest computer and insert the ‘eneloop’ batteries to be recharged. This 
means no longer needing to worry about socket sizes or different main voltage standards. 
 
The compactness of the ‘eneloop’ USB charger also makes it the ideal travelling companion. With 
a length of only 9.3 cm and a width of 4.7 cm, it disappears into nearly every side pocket; and its 
low weight of only 48 g makes for lighter luggage. When it comes to recharging performance, the 
mighty charger shows just what it can do as it  only needs 280 minutes to completely recharge 
two AA batteries. AAA batteries are ready for use again in only two hours. If only one battery is 
placed in the charger, the recharge time is halved. To keep track of recharging, a blue LED 
flashes at regular intervals while the ‘eneloop’ batteries are being recharged.
