Additionally, an ‘eneloop’ can be recharged up to 1,000 times
before it has to be replaced, compensating for the higher price compared to disposable batteries
after only a few charge cycles. The ‘eneloop’ is available in two sizes: AA and AAA.

The USB Travel
Charger is the ideal battery charger on trips. Two AA or AAA ‘eneloop’ batteries can be charged
simultaneously by simply leaving them connected to a computer or laptop.
